We would be grateful if two or three parent helpers could accompany us on the visit. Please note, a DBS check is not necessary 
for this visit.  If you would like to volunteer, please log into your child’s Scopay account and tick the parent helper box, no later 
than Friday 5th December 2025.  If the school has not contacted you by Wednesday 10th December 2025, your assistance 

has not been required on this occasion but we thank you for your offer. 
 
The Education Act requires us to ask you to contribute voluntarily to the cost of this visit, rather than charge you directly for it.  
The details of the costs are set out below. Any family in receipt of Universal Credit, or where circumstances make full payment 
difficult, should contact the office, in confidence, as it may be possible to seek assistance from charitable funds.  Any such 
assistance is provided anonymously.
